PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS HIGHLIGHT

HEAT TREATMENT OF TIMBER

A range of trials to determine suitable conditions for the treatment of a range of
timber species, including softwoods, sourced in Wales are esseotiaiplete. The
treatment has resulted in timber that is darker in colour, is stalde and has better
machining properties (an unexpected result) than untreated timbenalResting by
FIRA and by the University of Wales in Bangor has confirmedirtiigovement in
stability and has shown that the resistance to fungal decayldmabeeen improved.
This means that beech, a non durable timber, can now be used in expossahsit
such as window frames.

Batches of treated timber have been processed for manufadiusimgesses who are
enthusiastic about its potential. Two businesses are in the pafcbaging a heat
treatment oven.

PELLETS

Following the successful pelletisation of a range of wood co-prodticis

demonstrated the utility and versatility of the small sgadiéet mill, we have tested
waste wood samples (off-cuts, shavings etc ) from a number af bosinesses to
demonstrate the potential of conversion to pellets. One business takedna

complete pellet line capable of producing about 500kg of pelletsh@er and is
supplying the local market, other businesses are at various sihgessidering

options.

A procedure to produce good pellets form clean waste timber drtandfill site in
South Wales was identified. This is particularly good as a ratenmal as it is
abundant, is very expensive to dispose of, should preferably not be put init landf
but re-used and in this case can be used to fuel boilers already installed iathe are

In spite of contrary views, there is not an abundant supply of ralaierWwales that

can be used for pellets. Most is very wet (drying is costhd in any case has
existing markets. We have been exploring the potential of alieenatterials to be

turned into fuel pellets with funding from Glasu. These are gnemgps such as
miscanthus as well as mainstream farm products and co-prodebttsas straw and
oilseed cakes etc. Particularly interesting are those pothett may have low value
so that use as a fuel could provide additional income to the farmer.

Whilst good pellets have been made from all raw materialedegtwas found that
the addition of, say, oil cakes or wheat grain to straws or mlagsingreatly
facilitated the production of pellets and produced a much betteet.pellThese
additives were also found to facilitate the pelletisation of wooddsat. One
interesting material was bracken, a low value materialncomon many Welsh
farms, that was found to be very easy to pellet.



FISH PASSES

Fish passes are structures which allow migrating salmon and setwy-pass natural
and man-made obstacles like waterfalls, mill weirs and culversthe past these
have been built of steel and concrete which is costly in termsasth and non-
renewable resources. In a joint project with specialist stanvironment Agency
Wales we have designed, made and installed a number of woodensis&s pehich
seem to work very well across a variety of sites. The componenésprefabricated
at the Wentwood Timber Centre from green oak and assembled andbfixsite.
Already they have had to withstand a number of large floods. dg& laumber of
other projects in Wales and in the Wye tributaries across Offa's Dyke anegla

Environment Agency have specified Forest Stewardship Council (F&@fjcated
timber for these projects. This allows the material to heetravia Wentwood to the
managed woodland where it grows and gives the assurance thativiexidesm a
sustainable source.

SOILS AND WATER RESEARCH AT PONTBREN

The Flood Risk Management Research consortium has completecitsl ear of a
four year project measuring the movement of water in the Pontatehment. A
complex array of automatic monitoring equipment has been installedeasure
rainfall at various points in the catchment and to track the flowadér across the
surface of the land, through the drains and along the ditches anthsstrelt4480
items of data are recorded each week and the data is storedblatddcat the
University of Nottingham, Imperial College and the Centre faolégy and

Hydrology at Bangor. This work has been made possible througlo-tbgecation of

the Pontbren Farmers Group.
